To Skipannon Boat Landing in Warrenton Oregon
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Drive west through town of Astoria on Hwy 30 (turns in to Hwy 26) (aprox 3.0 miles).
After crossing the Youngs Bay Bridge turn right (north) at the first signal light. (There is
a Shilo Inn on the far right). Continue on this road toward Warrenton (aprox 2.7 miles).
Turn left at the sign “Tackle Time Bait and Charters” just prior to passing over the
small bridge. If you reach the four way stop you’ve gone too far. This is the Skipannon
River and Boat Launch. Your guide will meet you here.
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
